Affective Assessment Results

1. I enjoy working with other people in the classroom: True-24, False-5

2. I can’t learn when I work with others: Ture-5, Flase-23

3. I like working by myself:  True-20, Flase-8

4. I don’t like working by myself: True-12, False-16

5. I enjoy working in groups: True-18, False-10

Based on what I witnessed, I learned that if I paired people who were accustomed to working together, students experienced much success in partners.  If you tried to link up too many pairs that mixed up the gender or put students together who had never worked together, you get some resistance and much frustration.  Therefore, I decided to go with the flow since I had such a short unit and I paired partners who sat near each other, those that I had seen work well together before my unit began.  

I also found that the students, despite their varying levels, work very well independently.  There are a few students who struggle with their lower level and want to work as fast as their seatmates but as soon as they are moved to a seat where they can concentrate on going at their own pace, they seem to do just fine.

I decided not to have a post affective assessment because I didn’t work with the kids long enough to be able to believe that there was going to be a change from my initial results.  Maybe I should’ve let the student determine that instead of just making an assumption but I didn’t want to impose that on the students and I went ahead and made an executive decision.
