This is a little Amy and Jonny e-mail/snail mail blaster re: our wedding which is rapidly approaching- yowsa!!

I had to send this mass e-mail quick, quick because I was in California this past weekend and I decided to check out different rates for hotels/motels/inns in and around Sonoma. I was shocked to learn that places are already booking up for the 4th and 5th of July- aaaahhhh!  So, here's a list of different places that you may want to consider if you are planning on making the trip (we're crossing our fingers.)

Big Splurge:

1. Sonoma Mission Inn and Spa- 707-938-9000- www.sonomamissioninn.com (pamper yourself silly here) 

2. MacArthur Place- 707-938-2929- www.macarthurplace.com (very close to the square and great grounds/ bungalows) 

3. A B&B reservations HELP #: 707-252-1985 (they'll help you find what you are looking for if a B&B is your thang)

Right on the Sonoma Square (downtown Sonoma):

1. Swiss Hotel- 707-938-2884 (funky, historical- right there in the Sonoma action) 

2. El Dorado Hotel- 707-996-3030- www.hoteleldorado.com (see above minus the historical aspect)

Just off the square and a little more reasonable:

1. Sonoma Valley Inn (a Best Western)- 800-334-5784- www.sonomavalleyinn.com (everything you need and you get a bottle of vino too!)

The most affordable in the area:

1. El Pueblo Inn- 707-996-3651 (bare minimum but who cares!)

If you aren't satisfied with any of these suggestions, the two closest towns to look for lodging would be Napa (which is still pretty expensive and 20 min. away ) and Fairfield (about a 40 min. drive and not the most eye-pleasing area but you save $).

Also, regarding flights: flying into San Francisco, Oakland and Sacramento all work when you're dealing with Sonoma.  San Francisco and Oakland are a little bit closer than Sacramento but you'll often find traffic, especially close to San Fran (a given).  I usually find that flights are more reasonable when I'm flying in and out of Sacramento- worth a check.

I hope this "blast" finds each one of you doing well and let me know what I can do to help you plan your trip.  I know the area pretty well so I should be able to answer your questions!  We can't wait to see those of you can make it and if not, no worries- you'll be there in spirit.
