Three different lessons including the adaptations for each exceptionality:

	Globe/ Map
	Grid
	Investigate different maps

	1  Globe/ map software available in the computer lab for those who finish early.
	4  Have advanced grid opportunities available as they will finish early.  They could look at a real map with a grid and find different cities from the index.
	7 I would definitely call on them during discussions, give them encouraging reminders about high expectations and have them draw their answers in addition to writing them, where applicable.

	2  The student will label their orange/globe and they will share the information on their globe with the rest of the  class. 
	5  They could create their own grid after they make a map of the classroom and try it out on their classmates.
	8  Have them accomplish two investigations and then they could make up their own investigative questions to answer.

	3  Once they finish, they can label their globe and then help other students in the class who are having a more difficult time. 
	6  Supporting other students would give them an opportunity to apply what they have just learned.  
	9  Create their own map and answer the investigative questions.  

	7  Students wouldn’t have to cut out the pattern for the orange, the pattern would be ready for them to color and tape onto their orange.  They wouldn’t have to label the orange either.
	1  I would have a lot of examples available for them to see the grids in action:  books, posters, manipulatives.
	4  They would have extra time for their investigative maps and they wouldn’t have to answer all seven questions, they could answer four of the seven questions. 

	8  The student could explain the difference verbally to the teacher or the aide, instead of writing the difference between a map and a globe in their map journal.
	2  An adult could ask that student questions about grids, in a one on one situation and based on their answers, you would be able to evaluate how well they  understand the concepts.
	5  They could use more basic maps to investigate, the other students used “real” maps.

	9  Reading and writing are the main goals for this ld student, they are actually exempt from testing in social studies.  We could take the focus off of the understanding and have the student read and write simple sentences about maps and globes to stress the more basic and fundamental focus of reading and writing.
	3  Have the worksheet cut out ahead of time, they’d be required to go through half of the worksheet on their own, half with an adult.  
	6  The aide is always available for the students who need extra help, the teacher makes every effort she can and a neighbor can help this student when they are finished with their own work.  They are also given repeated instruction and ample examples.

	4   It should take a hearing impaired student the same amount of time to do the assignment if they are given a good, solid explanation of how to do the activity.   Hence, they would be expected to complete the assignment at the same rate.
	7  Give them questions at the beginning of class so that they could answer them and you could read the answers to the rest of the class.
	1  The teacher could write an explanation of the lesson in kid terms for the student so that the student could follow along.  The teacher and the student should have visual cues so that the student knows where the teacher is as well.

	5  As we are having a discussion in the beginning of the class period, I will hand the student a couple of written questions that they could answer.  I’d also rotate this same practice around the room to keep everyone on an even keel.
	8  I don’t think it’s necessary to modify the goals of a student who has a hearing disability.  They would be trying to achieve the same goals and objectives as the rest of the class. 
	2  With output, the student should be performing the tasks just like the other students in the classroom.  The task doesn’t have anything to do with hearing, it’s a visual and written investigative assignment.

	6  I’d love to have an interpreter or even try and send this student to a “hearing impaired” school if I thought it would help the student be happier and more successful.
	9 Have the student free write as the rest of the class is participating in a discussion.  
	3  The length would only be altered in regards to verbal questions or listening activities.  If the student is busy reading and answering applicable questions while the class is going through a discussion, it shouldn’t be any different.
