Assessment Plan

I will give a pre-test “mind map” the first day of my unit on maps and that will cover the cognitive objectives.  I will do formative assessment as the third graders go through their daily question and answer sessions, activities and homework which will practice the daily objectives of each lesson.  Students will demonstrate their skills through in-class worksheets, games, and different hands-on activities that will occur during class.  Daily assessments will be monitored through in-class activities and the fact that each lesson builds on the next.  The post test will consist of a compilation of all of the daily objectives into one big map that they will work on both in class and at home.  

An affective assessment will be done a day before the lesson starts with a group work / partner work inventory.
