MAKING A MAP OF YOUR CLASSROOM

These maps are going to be posted so make sure that it’s your best work!

1.  Get a piece of graph paper.

2.  Work with a partner (names on the board) and the two of you will each make a map of the classroom. 

3.  Remember point of view- how are tables going to look? (bird’s eye view)

4.  Include a key 

5.  Include the directions (N,S,E,W)

6.  Include and label different items in the classroom- You need at least 10 objects/items. 

7.  Share  your map with another group if you have time 

8.  Record the differences between your map and another group’s map in your journals.  
*BONUS * IF YOU CAN:

· Measure the size of the room in footsteps.  Count how many footsteps it is across the length and width of the room.  Heel to toe.  (Imagine that one footstep equals one square on the graph paper- Ex.  21 steps long x 16 steps wide = 21 squares on the long side of your paper by 16 squares on the short side of your paper.)
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
