Mapping the Classroom

Objectives/ Outcomes

3.  Make a map of the classroom

  3.1  Measure the classroom with footsteps.

  3.2  Identify and include major pieces of furniture.

  3.3  Label map of classroom.

Materials and supplies needed:  Make sure there’s not a ton of junk on the floor, the kids are really going to need to move around for these activities. Maps of the U.S. around the room, rulers, graph paper in their map journals- 

1.  Anticipatory set:  I MUST infuse some enthusiasm into myself and into my students.  I will start out on a personal note to let them know why I am so interested in Maps (husband, and Africa etc. . .) (5 min.)

2.  Pass out the worksheet from yesterday and go over all of the answers.  They may correct their answers if they need to. (5 min)

3.  Stop at the bottom where it talks about directions.  Talk about North, South, East West,

4.  Which directions does I-5 go? Which direction are you traveling if you are going to Portland?  Which direction are you traveling if you are going to the Ocean?  Which Ocean?  What about if you are going to the mountains?

5.  Let’s look at maps of the U.S.A.- each table should have one.  If I lived in Kansas and I was going to Michigan, which direction would I travel?  What about if I lived in New York and I was going to visit Oregon

6.  Does everyone’s map have directions on it?  That’s called a compass rose. (5 min)

7. Today I’m going to have you make your own map of this classroom.  What will you include on this map?  

8.Have everyone share an idea.  (Make a list on the board, include only the elements that I expect them to include on their maps) (5 min.)

9.  Learning Activities:  (30 min.)

· These maps are going to be posted on the wall so make sure that it’s your best work!

· Get a piece of graph paper.

· Work with a partner (names on the board) and the two of you will each make a map of the classroom. 

· Remember perspective, point of view- how are tables going to look? (Bird’s eye view)

· Include a key 

· Include the directions

· Mark in the position of major objects in the room

· Label the different items and I want you to have at least 10 objects/items. 

·  Share  your map with another group if you have time 

· Record the differences between your map and another group’s map in your journals.  

*BONUS * 

IF YOU CAN:

· Measure the size of the room in footsteps.  Count how many footsteps it is across the length and width of the room.  Heel to toe.

· Imagine that one footstep equals one square on the graph paper- Ex.  21 steps long x 16 steps wide = 21 squares on the long side of your paper by 16 squares on the short side of your paper

4.  Closure.  Who wants to share their maps with the rest of the class? (5 min.)

Cleanup, hand in maps so that they can be posted in the maps corner of the room.  

Assessment:  The preassessment will be oral, I will record who gave a good reply to the” what would you include on your maps” question.  The additional assessment measures will be the end product of the class map and recording the differences.

Adaptations:

· The TAG students will be encouraged to include more detail in their maps, they may also share their maps with a handful of other students and they may get started decorating the cover of their map journal earlier than other students.  
· The IEP kids will be most concerned about making the map, they may not have time to share their maps with other kids.
· The autistic student may not be as neat about making his map, although neatness will be encouraged.
