Objectives/ Outcomes

4.  Symbols and Directions

Materials and supplies needed:  Symbol pictures (6), worksheet of key/symbols (30), blank compass rose example, compass rose worksheet example, compass rose worksheets (30), extra worksheets for directions (10), scissors (30), glue (30), colored pens, examples of maps with the cardinal directions. 

Part I

2.  There are three main kinds of map symbols.

· pictures- show picture examples that I used earlier

· colors- show a map with color symbols- blue=water, green=land

· lines- draw up on the board, boundaries, rivers, road, borders

3.  Put up overhead and go through different symbols

· What kind of symbol is this, a picture, a color or a line?

Learning Activities: Explain the worksheet: I want you to work in your seat on this map key.  You will draw in the different picture, color, or line,  have them color it too.  I will walk around and help them.

Part II

Anticipatory Set:  Hold up a blank compass rose.  Does anyone know what this is?  

It’s called a compass rose.  This is something that will help you remember the four directions that we learned about yesterday.

· What were the four directions?

· There are also called the cardinal directions.

· I will label the compass rose and all EIGHT directions.  Go through the short ways of writing them too.

· Let’s look at a map or two and see if they have compass roses or not.  GO THROUGH SOME EXAMPLES.

Learning Activities:  To help you remember compass rose and to decorate your map journal, I want to give you your own compass rose and it want you to cut it out , label it and color it.  You can glue it to your map journal too.  SHOW EXAMPLE.
If you have extra time, I want you to finish your classroom map and if you have more extra time, I have a worksheet for you to work on.
