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FreeHand ships with an Xtra that allows you to take paths created in FreeHand into xRes.





USING THE XRES PATH EXPORT


1) After creating a path in FreeHand, select File > Export. Choose xRes Path Export from the pop-up.


2) Launch xRes.


3) Open any document (File > Open), or create a new document (File > New).


4) Display the Paths window in xRes (Window > Paths). Choose "Load Path" from the submenu. Click on the triangle on the right side of the Paths window to display the submenu.


5) Locate the path you exported from FreeHand, and click Open. The path is placed in the current document.





TIPS AND TECHNIQUES


1) It is important to be aware that the upper, left corner of the FreeHand pasteboard corresponds to the upper, left corner of the xRes document. If you create a path in the default page location in FreeHand, export this path, and bring it into xRes, it may not be visible in your document. To make the path visible, zoom out as far as possible (View > Zoom Out), and then resize your document window so that it fills up the entire desktop. The path will be visible on the pasteboard.





To move the path from the pasteboard to the document, click on the Pointer tool in the Paths window, click on the path, and drag.





2) The resolution of your xRes document will affect the size of the path as it is brought into the document. Using a greater dpi (dots per inch) in your xRes document will cause the FreeHand path to come in at a smaller size than a lesser dpi. For instance, if you have two documents, one at 300 dpi and one at 100 dpi, and load the same path into each one, the path will be larger in the 100 dpi document.
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
